This letter is in response to your electronic mail (e-mail) received in our office on

January 21, 2004, requesting the National Marine Fisheries Service’s (NOAA Fisheries)
approval for the United States Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) to begin operations earlier
than scheduled on the San Lorenzo River bank stabilization project, located along the

San Lorenzo River, in the City of Santa Cruz, Santa Cruz County, California (Project). A short
construction window and the unanticipated length of time required for installing the water
diversion structure are two reasons you cite for our requested approval. On December 11, 2003,

we provided a biological opinion on the Project; operations were proposed to begin no earlier
than May 1, 2004.

In your e-mail, you ask for our approval to begin installation of the water diversion structure
before May 1, 2004. During April, you propose to place only the frame of the water diversion
structure on the bed of the San Lorenzo River, piece-by-piece, until May 1, 2004. The frame
would not affect the flow of the San Lorenzo River. Water diversion activities are not proposed
in April. After May 1, the membrane layer would be added over the frame and flowing water

within this section of the San Lorenzo River and would be diverted, as described in the biological
opinion.

NOAA Fisheries has determined your proposed activity before May 1 as described, is not likely
to result in additional incidental take of threatened Central California Coast Evolutionarily

Significant Unit steelhead. Therefore, you are authorized to install the frame of the water
diversion structure in April.

1.5 QUALITY CONTROL

The Contractor shall establish and maintain quality control by visual inspection to assure
compliance with the Drawings and specifications of all operations required for diversion and
control of water including.

The records of such inspection and any corrective action taken to maintain contract compliance
shall be noted in the Contractor's Quality Control Report. None of the above requirements shall be
construed as abrogating the rights of the Government to inspect the work and to direct changes
when required to conform to the Drawings and specifications.

1.6 PAYMENT

Payment for water diversion and dewatering shall be paid at the contract lump sum price for item

The Contractor shall not install the diversion structure prior to the time allowed for in-channel
work in the permits and as described in Sections 01410 and 01500. The Contractor shall notify
NOAA Fisheries one week prior to diversion and fish relocation activities to provide an
opportunity to attend.

The diversion structure shall be assembled within the river channel in compliance with all

permits and regulations of the Corps of Engineers and other regulatory agencies. The assembly
of the structure shall minimize impacts to the riverbed and aquatic life.
